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REPORT

Introduction

These measurements took place in Alstom on April 10. The purpose was determining the exact length of the aluminium extensions (AE) belonging to the QIMM-2 system. This system is used for the warm magnetic measurements at Noell both for collared coils and cold masses.

Measurement process

The measurement process was the following:

· We started the measurements at the non-connection side of Tube/2 Magnet 1032. This happens at the end of the afternoon, at a time when the shift work ends at Alstom. The Leica is made available to us, thanks to the help of M.Schweitzer

· The TBR Leica reflector has been tightly fixed at the extremity of the mole.
· As the magnet 1032 was already magnetically measured with the QIMM-1, we started to check the set of AE belonging to this system. The result was in good agreement with the measurements done on March 12      

· Then, we measured the AE belonging to the QIMM-2, mounting/demounting three times all the extensions.

· The total measuring time was 2½ hours.

Results

Please note that length of the QIMM-1 AE is averaged taking into account also previous measurements done on March 12. The results found are as follows:
QIMM-1 (Alstom)
L = 14222.946 mm    AE are shorter of 27.054 mm with respect to the nominal length.

QIMM-2 (Noell)
L = 14217.738 mm    AE are shorter of 32.262 mm with respect to the nominal length.
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
